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SMSC Policy for Ingol Community Primary School
Introduction
This Spiritual, Moral, Social, and Cultural (SMSC) policy outlines our school's commitment to developing the holistic growth of every child in accordance with the expectations set out in the 2014 National Curriculum for England, the Equality Act 2010, and the latest guidance from Ofsted. Aims

· Appreciate and respect cultural diversity and ensure that all measures taken are in compliance with the Equality Act 2010, promoting equality for all regardless of background, belief, or characteristics.
Objectives
· To integrate SMSC education across the whole curriculum with due regard to the Equality Act 2010.
· To create a nurturing environment that values each child’s thoughts and feelings.
· To establish partnerships with parents and the wider community to enrich our SMSC provision.
· To provide opportunities for students to discuss and reflect on moral dilemmas, ethical issues, and perspectives from various cultures, ensuring inclusive practices.
SMSC Development Framework
Spiritual Development
· Opportunities for Reflection: Daily activities, such as Reflection Time, will allow pupils to reflect on their experiences and feelings.
· Exploration of Beliefs: Lessons will incorporate discussions around different religions, beliefs, and spiritual practices to develop respect and understanding.
· Creativity: Encouraging the arts (music, drama, visual arts) as means to express spirituality and imagination.
Moral Development
· Understanding Right from Wrong: Through explicit teaching of values and ethics, using stories and role-play to create scenarios that promote moral reasoning.
· Restorative Practices: Implementing a restorative approach to conflict resolution will help pupils navigate relationships and learn the impact of their choices.
· Charitable Engagement: Participation in charitable activities fosters empathy and social responsibility.
Social Development
· Collaborative Learning: Encouraging group work and peer mediation to develop social skills.
· Community Involvement: Regular involvement in community projects to enhance a sense of belonging and responsibility.
· School Council and Leadership Opportunities: Allowing pupils to take on roles of responsibility and see the impact of their contributions.
Cultural Development
· Celebrating Diversity: Regularly celebrating cultural events and festivals within the school to enhance understanding of different customs and traditions and ensuring inclusivity as mandated by the Equality Act 2010.
· Global Citizenship: Curriculum topics will include discussions on global issues and cultural diversity, through collaborative projects with schools abroad.
· The Arts and Heritage: Integrating local cultural events and visits to museums to deepen appreciation for local history and heritage.
Implementation and Monitoring
Integration into Curriculum
SMSC will be embedded into all subject areas with due regard to the Equality Act 2010. Teachers will receive training and guidelines on incorporating SMSC elements into lesson planning, ensuring that lessons actively promote these ideals.
Monitoring and Evaluation
· Regular reviews of SMSC provision will be undertaken by the SMSC subject leader.
· Pupil and parent feedback will contribute to the assessment of SMSC initiatives.
· Termly reports will be presented to the senior leadership team to inform them of successes and areas for development.
Staff Training
All staff will receive ongoing professional development in SMSC education, focusing on strategies for effective implementation in diverse classroom environments, with an emphasis on ensuring equal opportunities for all students.
