Accessibility Policy
This Accessibility Policy outlines how our primary school, situated in an area of high deprivation and with a higher than national average proportion of pupils with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND), ensures access to education for all pupils. We are committed to providing an inclusive environment that removes barriers to learning and participation.
Legal Framework
This policy is written in compliance with the Equality Act 2010 and the Special Educational Needs and Disability Regulations 2014. It also aligns with the Department for Education’s guidance on Accessibility Plans.
Aims and Objectives
Our aims are to:
· To further develop the school's role in promoting community cohesion- maintaining the school as the heart of the community.
· To ensure the school's core aims of ‘Dream, Inspire, Achieve' are at the heart of our activities and that the curriculum reflects our inclusive ethos which recognises diversity as a strength of the school. 
· To promote pupils' understanding of identity, diversity, community and equality.

Current Context
Our school serves a diverse community with high levels of socio-economic deprivation. Many of our pupils face additional challenges, including a significant proportion with SEND. We recognise the importance of proactive planning and support to ensure all pupils can access and thrive in our school environment.
Accessibility Plan
Our Accessibility Plan is interwoven into strategic practice and includes the following key actions:
- Curriculum access: Differentiated teaching strategies, use of assistive technology, and targeted interventions.
- Physical access: Ramps, accessible toilets, and classroom layouts that accommodate mobility needs.
- Information access: Use of visual aids, large print materials, and translated documents where necessary.
- Staff training: Ongoing CPD on inclusive practices and SEND awareness.
- Parental engagement: Regular communication and involvement in planning for pupils with additional needs.
Monitoring and Review
This policy and the associated Accessibility Plan will be reviewed every three years by the governing body. Progress will be monitored through the school’s improvement plans and pupil outcomes.
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
