This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.

At Ingol Community Primary School, we want all children to understand the values and philosophy in relation to Music. We want our children to extend their knowledge of the Music curriculum beyond the classroom and have a variety of opportunities to develop and stretch their talents and interests. We want the children to be able to express their thoughts, feelings and ideas through Music and have a positive self-image and self-confidence. We aim for the children to gain social skills and awareness through the co-operation of creating Music together. All teachers aim to create an environment that supports the ambitious, coherently planes and sequenced Music Curriculum.

Music lessons happen in classrooms, the school grounds, in the wider school community and on educational visits. Lessons allow children to learn substantive knowledge and apply it in a disciplinary knowledge context. Teachers use the model music curriculum and original scheme (Charanga) planning to support the teaching of Music. Music lessons happen once a week for 60 minutes. We have created our own scheme using both of the scheme available to us on Charanga. 
In EYFS
Children learn Music linked to topics of themselves. Teachers plan discrete lessons which complement independent and adult-led musical lessons. The children learn to talk about, sing and create their own music in various different ways. The children learn to use their imagination when it comes to music and also perform to a variety of different audiences. 
In Key Stage One and Two 
Music teaching is a mixture of discrete lessons and those linked to topics. Teaching is sequenced so that children can acquire the knowledge and vocabulary required for them to ask their own questions and carry out their own composition and improvisation of songs. These become increasingly complex and more independent over the course of key stages one and two. Every child in school has access to music lessons and additional support is in place for children with SEND. In the majority of lessons, the children have opportunities to play an instrument alongside singing, listening and appraising music.

Children are given the opportunity to join a choir club. This allows the children more time to develop their singing skills of a variety of songs. Within lessons, the children use glockenspiels and recorders to make music and learn how to use notation. The children also sing within assemblies and performances to parents and other outside agencies such as the reverend and at care homes. 

Year 6 pupils are also given the opportunity to be taught Guitar by a specialist teacher, who comes in from Lancashire Music Hub during the summer term. 

Our curriculum music is supported by Lancashire Music Hub and support is sought when areas of CPD are identified.



[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Children are given the opportunity to join a choir club. This allows the children more time to develop their singing skills of a variety of songs. There are also various times within the school year where children perform to parents, outside agencies and outside of school such as at the church and nursing homes. Children are entered into singing competitions (when they arise) to further develop their skills.

Year 6 pupils are also given the opportunity to be taught Guitar by a specialist teacher, who comes in from Lancashire Music Hub during the summer term. 

Children also perform poems and spoken language during English lessons. These are sometimes performed to other classes or recorded and put onto the website. 


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	During assemblies, the children sing songs linked to the time of year or the theme. This can be songs related to kindness or harvest and Christmas. The children will sing these songs to parents and also, on occasions, the reverend from the local church. Choir and classes are given the opportunity to perform what they have learnt to the rest of the school and to parents. At Christmas time, the children learn a variety of songs linked to Christmas and perform to the rest of the school and to parents, what they have learnt.

In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	We would like to allow the children opportunities to learn to play instruments from musical professionals as well as broadening the children’s opportunities to perform. The staff are to undertake CPD each year to ensure their knowledge of the MMC curriculum is up to date and relevant to how they should be teaching music within their classrooms. We are also monitoring the vocabulary used and how much the children are retaining from those music lessons, to ensure the children have a wider understanding of how music works. During the Christmas period, we are hoping to allow the children to annually watch a performance by theatrical specialists. 
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
