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Intent 
At Ingol Primary School History is a valued part of the curriculum, and we are committed to providing all children with learning opportunities to engage in history in a variety of ways. Through the use of Historical thinking skills, we encourage curiosity about real people and places from the past as well as exploring local history, British History and History of the wider world. We acknowledge that this is an essential part of preparing us for living in the contemporary world. When children consider how the past influences the present, and the role those past societies, cultures and beliefs have played in British History, It will promote an understanding about themselves as individuals and members of society.  

Good History teaching aims to: - 
know and understand the history of these islands as a coherent, chronological narrative, from the earliest times to the present day: how people’s lives have shaped this nation and how Britain has influenced and been influenced by the wider world
know and understand significant aspects of the history of the wider world: the nature of ancient civilisations; the expansion and dissolution of empires; characteristic features of past non-European societies; achievements and follies of mankind
gain and deploy a historically grounded understanding of abstract terms such as ‘empire’, ‘civilisation’, ‘parliament’ and ‘peasantry’
understand historical concepts such as continuity and change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference and significance, and use them to make connections, draw contrasts, analyse trends, frame historically-valid questions and create their own structured accounts, including written narratives and analyses
understand the methods of historical enquiry, including how evidence is used rigorously to make historical claims, and discern how and why contrasting arguments and interpretations of the past have been constructed
gain historical perspective by placing their growing knowledge into different contexts, understanding the connections between local, regional, national and international history; between cultural, economic, military, political, religious and social history; and between short- and long-term timescales.    (Taken from the Curriculum 2014)
Children in Reception will be learning to:
· Comment on images of familiar situations in the past
· Compare and contrast characters from stories, including figures from the past.
· Use new vocabulary in different contexts.
· Ask questions to find out more and to check they understand what has been said to them. 

Key Stage 1
· To learn about significant events from the past 
· To learn about national or global events (Great fire of London, first aeroplane)
· Understand about people who had great significance in the past (Christopher Columbus, Neil Armstrong etc)
· Changes within living memory

Key Stage 2 
· Learn about changes in Britain from the stone age to the Iron age
· To learn about the impact of the Roman empire
· To learn about settlements 
· To study an aspect of British History 
· To study local history

Teaching time 
In order to achieve the objectives of the History Curriculum, the subject is taught either as an isolated topic or is integrated with other subjects through a half termly or termly topic to create a cross curricular approach.

Organisation and Inclusion 
We intend to provide for all children so that they achieve as highly as they can in History according to their individual abilities. Suitable learning challenges are provided through differentiated learning to assist them in achieving their full potential.
In lessons a variety of approaches will be used to ensure progression in learning. 
Lessons will include a combination of whole class teaching, group work and individual work. 
Learning activities consist of 
* Groups, sometimes of mixed ability or differentiated tasks 
* Historical visits/ visitors
* Relevant discussion at class, group and paired level 
* A chance for groups to communicate findings in a variety of ways including the use of ICT 
* Commercially available packs which are used to support topic work- topic loans.
Within a class there will be a wide range of abilities, from those who are more able to those who have special educational needs. The class teacher will provide differentiated activities for the children through task, outcome, resources and the support given, to meet the needs of the individual.




Equal Opportunities
All children are provided with equal access to the History curriculum. We intend to provide suitable learning opportunities regardless of gender, ethnicity or home background. 

Pupil Premium
All staff know which pupils meet these criteria in their own class. Support staff are utilised to ensure that these pupils have the support they need to make good progress – this may be in a group of pupils with SEN, in a group of low achievers or in a group of very able pupils.

Planning
Planning is the responsibility of individual teachers and should be used to 
* Set clear objectives which focus on skills
* Ensure work is matched to pupil’s abilities 
* Ensure progression, continuity and subject coverage throughout the school 
* Ensure retrieval of knowledge through accessible tasks.
