	English – Ingol CPS 

English underpins all work across the curriculum – writing, reading, speaking, and listening.

Pupils at Ingol CPS will continue to develop the ‘characteristics of effective teaching and learning’ (CoETL) throughout their primary school journey. The CoETL will provide a structure for how our pupils will learn. All staff will have regard for the CoETL when teaching English to ensure that our high
quality English curriculum engages, inspires, and challenges our pupils. Pupils will be equipped with the knowledge and skills to experiment, invent and create work based on many different text types. 

	Playing and Exploring

· Finding out and exploring – Every English unit of work is clearly planned and builds on skills required for each year group. They will be able to use research to find out about different text types linked to fiction, non-fiction and poetry. They will complete a variety of tasks and activities to assist with finding out more about the text types they are learning about.  
· Playing with what they know – pupils will be given opportunities to use the knowledge and skills that they have already gained, so that they can refine and consolidate their learning. They will be able to take on roles of characters and perform stories and poems. 

· Being willing to ‘have a go’ – staff encourage children to have a go with all different text types and get children to edit their work for improvements required. When planning their own stories, poems and non-fiction work the children are encouraged to reflect on their work and are praised for their achievements. 

	Active Learning 
· Keep trying – At Ingol CPS we set high expectations for our pupils. We encourage them to keep trying new skills, as a result they constantly develop resilience as they bounce back from challenges and learn to persist when difficulties arise. 
· Being involved and concentrating – We endeavour for our English lessons to link with the interests of our pupils, as we recognise that children show high levels of focus when they are fascinated by something. 
· Enjoying achieving what they set out to do –, We recognise that learning is not linear, children learn at different rates and have their own unique strengths and weaknesses. Our pupils enjoy learning for its own sake and not for external praise, after each English lesson they are encouraged to reflect on their own learning and set themselves challenges, they enjoy achieving what they set out to do.

	Creating and Thinking Critically
· Having their own ideas – Staff allow pupils to generate their own new ideas for each text type. They use texts we have read as a model and then develop their own ideas for short and long writing tasks. Throughout each unit of work they children share their ideas with others and build on the ideas they have. 
· Making links – Our pupils will have opportunities to develop concepts and link them together for a variety of texts. They use the grammar they have learnt to link things together and develop these further. They make links between texts shared in class and the texts we choose often link to other areas of the curriculum.  *
· Choosing ways to do things -  Our pupils will be encouraged to make their own choices and decisions about how to approach tasks, planning and monitoring what to do, they will be able to change their strategies.
