	History Curriculum Ingol CPS - Characteristics of Effective Learning
Pupils at Ingol CPS will continue to develop the ‘characteristics of effective learning’ (CoEL) throughout their primary school journey in History. The CoEL will provide a structure for how our pupils will learn. All staff will have regard for the CoEL when teaching History to ensure that our high-quality History curriculum engages, inspires, and challenges our pupils.  Pupils will be equipped with the knowledge and skills to Compare and contrast, investigate, analyse and make connections.  They will be able to think critically and evaluate sources in order to form their own opinions about people and events of the past. 

	Playing and Exploring
-Finding out and exploring – Every History Unit taught at Ingol Primary school, links to a specific person or period in time. This provides opportunities for pupils to use evidence, artefacts and other sources in order to form their own conclusions. 
-Playing with what they know – All history lessons have a particular focus on Historical skills. Through regular practice of the skills throughout units and across year groups, the  children have the opportunity to build on their skills and gain confidence in their analysis of events from the past. 
-Being willing to ‘have a go’ –Children are encouraged to form their own opinions about historical events by interpreting evidence and sources. They are urged to question each other’s opinions in order to refine their own thinking. 

	Active Learning
-Keeping trying History lessons are planned to allow children the time to test their thoughts and opinions. Children are taught that we can only learn from the past through sources that are available today and this may not always be reliable. Through perseverance, they can gain the best picture possible of what it was like during a certain period in time. 
-Being involved and concentrating – Our History curriculum aims to engage pupils through interactive lessons. Written work is completed in a variety of ways  such as diagrams, tables and timelines. Teaching is planned to promote links to prior learning as well as the world today. 
-Enjoying achieving what they set out to do – We recognise that learning is not linear, children learn at different rates and have their own unique strengths and weaknesses. Our pupils enjoy learning for its own sake and not for external praise During History units, children are encouraged to share their ideas and beliefs with their peers, to debate their opinions and not feel restricted by the opinions of others. 

	Creating and Thinking Critically
-Having their own ideas – Critical thinking, creating and supporting arguments and forming historical questions form the basis of the History curriculum. through this, children feel confident to have their own ideas and opinions about the past,
-Making links – The History curriculum at Ingol school is planned in chronological order, this allows children to link new learning with previous learning. Staff plan and teach history lessons with clear links to aspects such as religion, technology, settlements, and monarchy to build a clear picture of how civilisation has changed over time. 
-Choosing ways to do things -  During History learning, children will access a range of information via sources and research. It is up to them which bits of information they find ‘key’ and how that should be interpreted. Findings are presented in a variety of ways.
