Geography coverage across school 

	Geography Curriculum Ingol CPS - Characteristics of Effective Learning
Pupils at Ingol CPS will continue to develop the ‘characteristics of effective learning’ (CoEL) throughout their primary school journey in Geography. The CoEL will provide a structure for how our pupils will learn. All staff will have regard for the CoEL when teaching Geography to ensure that our high-quality Geography curriculum engages, inspires, and challenges our pupils.  Pupils will be equipped with the knowledge and skills to Compare and contrast, investigate, analyse and make connections.  It illustrates how good geography teaching is not primarily about the acquisition of knowledge, but it guides and encourages students to develop skills of analysis and critical argument, and to develop a broad sense of geographical context.

	Playing and Exploring
· Finding out and exploring – Every Geography Unit taught at Ingol Primary school, links to a specific location study. This provides opportunities for pupils to use maps, globes and compasses to explore the world around them. 
· Playing with what they know – All Geography lessons have a particular focus on Geographical skills. Through regular practice of the skills throughout units and across year groups, the children have the opportunity to build on their skills and gain confidence in their knowledge of their world around them. 
Being willing to ‘have a go’ – activities should be age and stage appropriate to the child’s development, yet challenging, therefore building up their confidence to try new things. Once children practice new skills they will become better at mastering them once they try things over and over again eg. Map skills are built up from children’s immediate environment to the wider world around them as the progress through the school. 

	Active Learning
· Keeping trying Geography lessons are planned to allow children the time to test their knowledge and understanding. Children sometimes need help to remain focused on activities, there should be a balance of child initiated and adult led activity and with careful planning these can be incorporated within the daily routines. By activating prior knowledge, children can build their knowledge and understanding of the world. 
· Being involved and concentrating – Our Geography curriculum aims to engage pupils through interactive lessons. Written work is completed in a variety of ways such as map work, diagrams, tables field work. Teaching is planned to promote links to prior learning. 
Enjoying achieving what they set out to do – Praise and encouragement is given to each child even in the smallest of tasks to help build self-esteem. By observing the children in the setting we will find out what it is that they know and what they need to help them to progress towards their next steps. Providing fun activities and experiences will make this happen more easily as they child will be enjoying the experience.

	Creating and Thinking Critically
· Having their own ideas – Critical thinking, creating and supporting arguments and forming geographical questions form the basis of the Geography curriculum. through this, children feel confident to share their knowledge. 
· Making links – The Geography curriculum at Ingol school is planned to build and progress throughout the school, this allows children to link new learning with previous learning. Staff plan and teach Geography lessons with clear links to children’s immediate environment, local area and then the wider world. 
Choosing ways to do things -  During Geography learning, children will access a range of information via maps, globes, atlas and research. It is up to them which bits of information they find ‘key’ and how that should be interpreted. Findings are presented in a variety of ways.
