Music Curriculum Ingol CPS
	Pupils at Ingol CPS will continue to develop the ‘characteristics of effective learning’ (CoEL) throughout their primary school journey.  The CoEL will provide a structure for how our pupils will learn. All staff will have regard for the CoEL when teaching music to ensure that our high-quality music curriculum engages, inspires, and challenges our pupils. Pupils will be equipped with the knowledge and skills to experiment, invent and create their own music, singing and performances in front of an audience. They will be able to think critically, and they will develop a more rigorous understanding of music and become more confident in their musical ability.

	Playing and Exploring
· Finding out and exploring – Every music lesson taught at Ingol CPS will link to a skill and progression of skills (this has been carefully mapped out across school to ensure a broad and balanced curriculum) They will find out about how songs are created using the different parts of a song (verse, chorus, instrumental) Pupils will be provided with a wealth of opportunities to develop creativity and individualism regardless of ability. 
· Playing with what they know – Pupils will be given opportunities to use the prior knowledge and skills that they have already gained, so that they can refine and consolidate their learning.  For example, pupils will be given numerous opportunities to develop their singing, instrument use, musical skills and performances.
· Being willing to ‘have a go.’ – Staff do not pass negative judgements on ability and performances, and our pupils are encouraged to self-reflect on their own performance.  This helps our pupils to feel a sense of success and develop a positive view of themselves as learners. As a result, they are all keen to ‘have a go’

	Active Learning
· Keeping trying – At Ingol CPS we set high expectations, as a result pupils are constantly developing their resilience as they bounce back from challenges and learn to persist when difficulties arise. 
· Being involved and concentrating – We endeavour for our music lessons to link with the interests of our pupils as well as ensuring all music skills are taught. We encourage the children to be involved and focus on the music skills. 
· Enjoying achieving what they set out to do – We recognise that learning is not linear, children learn at different rates and have their own unique strengths and weaknesses. We carry out music lessons that engage the children and allow them to enjoy each lesson. 

	Creating and Thinking Critically
· Having their own ideas – Staff allow pupils to generate their own new ideas, particularly during improvisation.  This can be seen during the performances given during the lessons when singing and using musical instruments (for example, our pupils will be given opportunities to be creative as they design their own music using musical notation) 
· Making links – Our pupils will have opportunities to develop links between songs by looking at the tempo and rhythm. They will also be able to recognise the way songs are created into different sections and link them to how musical instrument are used within songs. 
· Choosing ways to do things - Our pupils will be encouraged to decide on how to sing songs (groups, individual, repeating) and when to use musical instruments in a song.

	This curriculum map provides a structure for what our pupils will learn at Ingol CPS. The curriculum map sets out our expectations for the knowledge, skills and attributes that we want our pupils to achieve. The curriculum is set out through the scheme Charanga, which is recommended by Lancashire Music Service.

· Identify 2/4, 3/4, 4/4, 6/8 ad 5/4
· Identify the musical style of a song using some musical vocabulary 
· Identify instruments by ear and through a range of media: bass guitar, electric guitar, percussion, sections of the orchestra such as brass, woodwind and strings, electric organ, congas, pianos and synthesisers, and vocal techniques such as scat singing.
· Discuss the structure of the music with reference to verse, chorus, bridge and an instrumental break.
· Explain a bridge passage and its position in a song.
· Recall memorable phrases heard in the music.
· Identify major and minor tonalities, chord triads I, IV and V, and intervals within a major scale.
· Understand what a musical introduction and outro are, and their purposes.
· Identify the sound of a Gospel choir and soloist, a Rock band, a symphony orchestra and an A cappella group.
· Recognise styles and any key musical features that distinguish them: 20th and 21st Century Orchestral; Soul; Pop; Hip Hop; Jazz: Swing; Rock; Disco; Romantic; Zimbabwean Pop; RnB; Folk; Gospel; Salsa; Reggae; Musicals and Film Music.
	Singing
Children will learn to:

· Rehearse and learn songs from memory or with notation
· Sing a broad range of songs as part of a choir
· Sing in 2/4, 4/4, 3/4, 5/4 and 6/8.
Sing with and without an accompaniment.
· Sing syncopated melodic patterns.
· Lead a singing rehearsal.
	Playing (notation)
Children will learn to:

· Play one of four differentiated instrumental parts, by ear or from notation, in the tonal centres of C major, F major, G major, D major, E major, A major, E♭ major, D minor and F minor.
· Play a melody, following staff notation written on one stave and using notes within an octave range (do–do); to make decisions about dynamic range, including very loud (fortissimo), very quiet (pianissimo), moderately loud (mezzo forte) and moderately quiet (mezzo piano)
· To play a part on a tuned instrument, by ear or from notation: playing the right notes with secure rhythms, rehearsing and performing their parts within the context of the unit song, playing together with everybody while keeping the beat, listening to and following musical instructions from a leader, treating instruments carefully and with respect, playing their instruments with good posture, understanding how to rehearse a piece of music in order to improve, playing a more complex part.
	Creating (composing and improvising)
Children will learn to:

· Explore improvisation within a major scale, using the notes: 
C, D, E, F, G 
G, A, B♭, C, D 
G, A, B, C, D 
F, G, A, C, D
· Improvise over a groove, responding to the beat and creating a satisfying melodic shape with varied dynamics and articulation.
· Become more skilled in improvising
· Plan and compose an eight or 16-beat melodic phrase using the pentatonic scale (eg C, D, E, G, A) and incorporate rhythmic variety and interest - play this melody on available tuned percussion and/or orchestral instruments.
· Notate this melody 
· Create a simple chord progression.
· Compose a ternary (ABA form) piece
· Create music in response to music and video stimuli.
· use structures within compositions (introduction, multiple verse and chorus sections or AB form or ABA form)
· Compose song accompaniments, perhaps using basic chords.
· Use a wider range of dynamics, including fortissimo (very loud), pianissimo (very quiet), mezzo forte (moderately loud) and mezzo piano (moderately quiet).
· Use full scales in different keys.
· Create a melody using crotchets, quavers, minims and perhaps semibreves and semiquavers, plus all equivalent rests
· Use a pentatonic and a full scale, as well as major and minor tonalities.
· Understand the structure of the composition.
· Create their composition/s with an awareness of the basic/simple chords in the backing track.
· To compose a ‘stand-alone’ piece of music which includes:
A time signature.
A treble clef.
Four, six, eight or 12 bars. The right notes for the scale and key signature. Rhythmic combinations of semibreves, minims, crotchets, paired quavers, semiquavers and their rests. Expression/dynamics.
Structured musical ideas (eg using echo or question-and-answer phrases) to create music that has a beginning, middle and end. 
A melody that starts and ends on note one
	Perform
Children will learn to:

· Create, rehearse and present a holistic performance for a specific event, for an unfamiliar audience.
· Perform a range of songs as a choir in school assemblies, school performance opportunities and for a wider audience.
· Create, rehearse and present a holistic performance with a detailed understanding of the musical, cultural and historical contexts
· Perform from memory or with notation
· Understand the value of choreographing any aspect of a performance
· Understand the importance of a performing space and how to use it
· Student or a group of students to rehearse and lead parts of the performance
· Record the performance and compare it to a previous performance
· Collect feedback from the audience and reflect on how the audience believed in the performance.
· Discuss how the performance might change if it was repeated in a larger/smaller performance space.
