	Suggested tasks and clips

	· Go through key words and greetings (i.e. Bonjour, cava? Je m’appelle... Salut!
· Greet children with greetings that have been learnt
· Encourage children to speak to each other my asking what their names are (Comment tu t’appelles?) and children responding (Je m’appelle...)
