	English (reading and writing)
Literacy work has a narrative and non-fiction focus including Explanation texts and Stories with Dilemmas. Pupils will be reading a variety of texts to stimulate interest and explore new and related vocabulary. Spelling, punctuation and grammar rules will be covered daily to ensure pupils are developing their literacy skills.

	Maths
Maths will focus on: shapes, position and direction, area and fractions. The pupils will also be learning written methods for addition and subtraction.
Please note that Year 4 will be sitting a national times tables test in the Summer term. Therefore, it is extremely important that pupils learn the multiplication facts up to x12. 

	Further curriculum subjects & Topic

· The new Science topic is about living things and their habitats. Pupils will be able to recognise that environments can change and this can sometimes pose dangers to living things. They will learn that living things can be grouped in a variety of ways. They will also explore and use classification keys to help group, identify and name a variety of living things in their local environment.

· The Geography topic will focus on the ‘Environment’ where they will do a local study of the surrounding area. They will Observe, measure and record the human and physical features in the local area using a range of methods including sketch maps and digital devices. They will also learn to describe and understand key aspects of human and physical geography.

· In Design and Technology, the focus will be on ‘Textiles’. The pupils will be designing, making and evaluating their own creations.

· In RE, the pupils will be learning about Christianity and exploring the key question Is sacrifice an important part of religious life? They will investigate the person of Jesus through the concept of sacrifice.  

· Our ICT topic this half term is Data Logging.

· PSHE will be about money and budgeting.
