	English (reading and writing)
In English, pupils will be reading and writing Explanation texts. They will also read and create their own stories based on a theme. They will explore different texts to stimulate interest and explore new and related vocabulary. Spelling, punctuation and grammar rules will be covered daily to ensure pupils are developing their literacy skills.

	Maths
Maths will focus on; place value, measurement, geometry and number including fractions and decimals. Pupils will continue to learn times tables and related division facts up to x12.
Please note that Year 4 will be sitting a national times tables test this  term. Therefore, it is extremely important that pupils learn the multiplication facts up to x12. They will be tested every Tuesday in class and they are working towards achieving 50 times tables in 3 minutes.
