	An action or deed and is the universal law of cause and effect.

	Samsara 
	The continuous, repeating cycle of birth, life, death, and rebirth

	Moksha 
	Representing liberation or release from the cycle of birth, death, and rebirth (Samsara)

	Ashrama 
	The four stages of life, each with specific duties (dharma) that a person is expected to follow to live a balanced life

	Samskara 
	Samskaras (or Sanskars) are sacred rites of passage or rituals that mark important stages in a person's life, from before birth to after death
