	Key Vocabulary

	Baptism 
	A special Christian ceremony marking a person's entry into the Church and "God’s family"

	Confirmation 
	A Christian ceremony where a baptized person publicly confirms the promises made on their behalf as a baby

	Ritual 
	Similar to a ceremony. It is a series of things is done in a special order

	Sin 
	A thought, word, or action that goes against God's law or misses the mark of loving God and others

	Infant Baptism 
	Christian ceremony where water is poured or sprinkled on a baby to welcome them into the church family, wash away original sin, and bless them in God's name

	Believers Baptism 
	A Christian ceremony for teenagers or adults who choose for themselves to follow Jesus, rather than being baptized as babies.

	Relationship 
	The connection, bond, or way in which two or more people are linked, behave towards, and interact with each other
